LETTER

PRESIDENT

Dear MOCA members,

2024 has been quite the roller coaster of a year for MOCA, our treasured conduit to
contemporary art. It began with our imminent arrival on the national stage with large
grants from the Mellon Foundation, Teiger Foundation, and Andy Warhol Foundation
for the Visual Arts. It is hard to overstate both the importance and significance of this
kind of acknowledgement. We are doing something right. These are the largest
grants MOCA has ever received, and they’ve provided us the platform to be
considered for other highly selective grants, including from the Ford Foundation. In
addition, MOCA was also one of three recipients selected to participate in the Teiger
Foundation’s innovative Climate Action for Curators program, which provides
additional funding and sustainability coaching to a subset of the grantees.

MOCA produced six art exhibitions in 2024, which featured the work of emerging and
established artists, commissioned dozens of new artworks, engaged over 17,000
adults through public programming, directly supported 100+ artists through
residencies and programs, and employed 15 teaching artists. MOCA continued to
serve as a regional grant partner with the Warhol Foundation to distribute funds to
artists and collectives in Pima County through the museum’s Night Bloom: Grants for
Artists program, which this year awarded $60,000 to support 11 new community arts
projects. This program has disbursed $240,000 in funds to local artists since 2020.

Notwithstanding the unfortunate “Forkgate” episode, our gala in April 2024,
honoring departing president Kira Weinstein, was one of the highest netting gala’s
we’ve ever thrown. This year, | can assure you there will be lots of forks and food in a
theoretically more organized fashion. And it will be 32% more fun!

Locally, we received 25k in grant support from the Arts Foundation of Tucson and
Southern Arizona to support teaching artists who provide in-school instruction
through our signature Satellite program which provided nearly 6,000 students
classroom-based art instruction. And in 2024, the museum’s Summer Camp
engaged youth ages 8-17 in arts-focused activities over three weeks, with instruction
provided in English, Farsi, and Spanish—and this last year, MOCA was able to
provide 25 scholarships to youth who had never attended a summer camp before.

Hyper-locally we had a new community partnership with Brick Box Brewery along
with our sustained partnership with KXCI making our Third Thursday events more
interesting, collective, and better attended than ever. It is not an overstatement to say
that our arts event programming has no equal in Tucson.

These successes are the result of a collective vision built with the board, staff, our
communities, and leadership over the last five years. Our Co-Directing model proved
this year that collaboration works. At the end of the year, Julio Cesar Morales, on

good terms, stepped down. Laura Copelin, seamlessly stepped into the Interim ED
role, allowing us the luxury of a very smooth transition.

Skipping platitudes about art, | think it’s fair to say that Contemporary Art is one of the
strongest ways left for us to protest the senseless things happening in our world. If
you are finding yourself helpless or frustrated, | would suggest becoming even more
involved with MOCA than you are now.

2024 EXHIBITIONS

Both interdisciplinary and experimental, MOCA's 2024 exhibitions
amplified artists whose work offers radical examinations and creative
solutions to our most urgent, current questions.

In the Great Hall, MOCA presented the first solo museum exhibition by
Los Angeles-based artist Fay Ray. Featuring large-scale hanging
sculptures with seven new site-specific commissions, including an
immersive photo collage, Ray’s exhibition was inspired by the artist's
biography, histories of abstraction, spiritual iconographies, and the
Sonoran Desert. Next, MOCA presented a large-scale multimedia
installation by Juan Obando and Yoshua Okén, exploring the
complexities of “astroturfing”—a marketing ploy that generates fake
public demonstrations intended to appear as grassroots political
movements.

In the East Wing Galleries, MOCA presented a video installation by artist
Sofia Cérdova that explored water in Arizona’s arid landscape and in
Puerto Rico in the wake of Hurricane Maria. Simultaneously, a
two-person exhibition by Sara Hubbs and Sarah Zapata featuring glass
and textile works that combine craft-based techniques with experimental
processes to explore identity, history, and futurity. Next, MOCA presented
an exhibition of nine newly commissioned text-based sculptures by poet
CAConrad that speak to ecological grief, love, and liberation alongside
the first solo museum exhibition by artist and musician Karima Walker
layering sound, sculpture, and durational performance to respond to the
hydrological death of the Santa Cruz River.

PROGRAMS

In 2024, MOCA produced and co-presented 42 public programs. Overall, the
museum reached 5,500 individuals through free public programs alone-a 16%
increase from the previous year. The museum’s popular Free Third Thursday
program brought over 50 local organizations, musicians, and artists to
showcase their expertise and host programs at the museum, and partnered with
dozens of small businesses. In the last year, this program reached over 1,800
community members, with an average attendance of more than 200 people
each month.

EDUCATION

MOCA’s education programs are an integral aspect of the museum’s public
programming and support our ongoing efforts to amplify and actively co-create
opportunities for community-based learning and leadership in the arts. In
2024, the museum continued to offer its signature programs, Minor Mutiny,
Satellite, Stay Gold, and Summer Camp.

MOCA Satellite, the museum’s popular free mobile arts learning program,
brought teaching artists into classrooms across 5 Pima County districts to
engage youth and certified educators in curriculum connected to MOCA's
exhibitions. In 2024-2025, the program expanded its reach to 6,000
participants at 86 schools, and provided bilingual programming to over
1,000 students.

The museum’s arts-focused summer camp celebrated its 10th year with
“DIY Fashion Lab” themed sessions, engaging youth in art-making, play-based
learning, and collaboration focused on sustainable fashion concepts and
activities. This year, MOCA provided 25 scholarships to youth who had never
attended a summer camp before, and for the first time, offered sessions in
Spanish, Farsi, and English languages—a significant milestone that
demonstrates the program's commitment to inclusivity and broadened access
for families and students who lack arts learning opportunities.

A significant achievement of the education program in 2024 was the
co-facilitation of Hamrah Arts Club at MOCA. Founded in 2021 by artist
Nazafarin Lotfi, this multilingual arts program reaches refugee-status,
asylum-seeking, and immigrant youth aged 12 to 17. In 2024, this program
was co-led by Mariel Miranda (MOCA Education Department) and Sirilak Rottler
who drew upon their diverse linguistic and cultural backgrounds to adopt
an asset-based approach in education and community building. The program
has primarily served Afghan and Syrian youth, and in 2024, welcomed Hispanic
and Latinx youth to foster intercultural solidarity.

FY24 FINANCES

Fiscal Year 2024 was a planned growth year for MOCA: the
museum expanded its team and advanced key staff members,
increased artistic compensation, and met several newly expanded
development goals. Shortfalls in individual giving alongside delays in
grant awards contributed to a moderate end of year deficit. This
shortfall was largely offset by new multi-year grant funding
awards received in 2024 from the Mellon Foundation and Teiger
Foundation, alongside ongoing support from the Windgate
Foundation, Andy Warhol Foundation for the Visual Arts, and the
Arizona Commission on the Arts. These successes have
provided the support and recognition necessary for the
museum to leverage subsequent funding sources anticipated
in FY25, which will help stabilize and sustain museum operations
moving forward.

As in FY23, while the museum maintained fundraising efforts, its
overall focus in 2024 was on expanding operational capacity,
cultivating new and existing partnerships, and increasing
audience engagement in meaningful ways. MOCA underspent
on budgeted expenses and launched a new Planned Giving
initiative—an action that invites new, longer-term pathways for
individuals to support the museum.

FOUNDATION
SUPPORT

MOCA received significant support from local and national
granting agencies in 2024 with new, amplified support from
private foundations—amounting to over $500,000 in grant funds in
2024 to assist in the production and implementation of the
museum’s exhibitions, programs, and operations. In 2024, the
museum was awarded three-years of funding from the Teiger
Foundation to support exhibitions and programming, and is one of
three in their cohort to receive an additional Climate Action Grant.
The museum was also awarded a multi-year grant from the Mellon
Foundation, the largest MOCA has ever received, in support of the
museum’s programs and future plans. Ongoing support from The
Andy Warhol Foundation for the Visual Arts through their
Regional Regranting Program supported the museum’s Night
Bloom: Grants for Artists program, which provided $60,000 to 11
new arts projects in Pima County. Additional, project-based support
from Arizona Humanities, Foundation for Contemporary Art,
and Community Foundation for Southern Arizona, supported
the museum’s 40+ public programs, with continued support for
MOCA’s education program, Satellite, from the Windgate
Foundation.
